SHEPHERDING OUR STRAYS BIBLE STUDY
Saturday, May 4 at 10:00-12:00
The initial Shepherding Our Strays Bible Study will be held on Saturday, 4 May, starting at 10:00 am and ending at noon, followed by lunch. Shepherding Our Strays is part of the LCMS Church Revitalization initiative. Just as the body is made up of many parts for different functions, active members of the congregation are each gifted for different roles in restoring the sheep that have strayed to the flock. After the initial Bible study, congregational members we be asked to annotate things they are willing to do to serve our inactive members: Pray for the people who have strayed; Pray for the people who will be contacting and visiting our inactive members; Contact inactive members to arrange visits; Visit inactive members; Track worship and Bible study attendance to identify people who are straying; Keep records of the scheduled and completed visits to inactive members; Send handwritten notes or cards to inactive members; Put together gift baskets to be delivered to inactive members; Help the people who come back feel welcomed and loved. There will be additional training sessions to equip those who are willing to serve our inactive members. Luke 14:3-7 3 [Jesus] told them this parable: 4 “What man of you, having a hundred sheep, if he has lost one of them, does not leave the ninety-nine in the open country, and go after the one that is lost, until he finds it? 5 And when he has found it, he lays it on his shoulders, rejoicing. 6 And when he comes home, he calls together his friends and his neighbors, saying to them, ‘Rejoice with me, for I have found my sheep that was lost.’ 7 Just so, I tell you, there will be more joy in heaven over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous persons who need no repentance.”
