AS WE GATHER TODAY

Each of God’s people has a special life story. The book of Jeremiah contains the
messages of a prophet whose calling to speak the Word of the Lord brought him great
distress and many difficulties. Known as the “weeping prophet,” Jeremiah lived out his
life faithfully in challenging historical times. Places associated with him and his life can
still be seen by travelers to Jerusalem, including the cave pit where he was imprisoned
and the grotto where, according to tradition, he wrote the book of Lamentations. God
gave Jeremiah the ability to carry out his mission, saying: “Behold, I make you this day
a fortified city . . . and iron pillar” and promised him: “I am with you . . . to deliver you”
(Jeremiah 1:18-19). God’s working through faithful people in each generation brings us
the treasure of His Word proclaimed faithfully to this day.

OLD TESTAMENT LESSON Jeremiah 23:16-29

Do I not fill heaven and earth? declares
the LORD. *I have heard what the prophets have said who prophesy lies in my name, saying, ‘I
have dreamed, I have dreamed!” >How long shall there be lies in the heart of the prophets who
prophesy lies, and who prophesy the deceit of their own heart, 2’who think to make my people
forget my name by their dreams that they tell one another, even as their fathers forgot my name
for Baal? *8Let the prophet who has a dream tell the dream, but let him who has my word speak
my word faithfully. What has straw in common with wheat? declares the LORD. *Is not my word
like fire, declares the LORD, and like a hammer that breaks the rock in pieces?”

EPISTLE LESSON Hebrews 11:17—12:3

7By faith Abraham, when he was tested, offered up Isaac, and he who had received the
promises was in the act of offering up his only son, '®of whom it was said, “Through Isaac shall
your offspring be named.” He considered that God was able even to raise him from the dead,
from which, figuratively speaking, he did receive him back. 2°By faith Isaac invoked future



blessings on Jacob and Esau. 2'By faith Jacob, when dying, blessed each of the sons of Joseph,
bowing in worship over the head of his staff. >’By faith Joseph, at the end of his life, made
mention of the exodus of the Israelites and gave directions concerning his bones.

2By faith Moses, when he was born, was hidden for three months by his parents, because they
saw that the child was beautiful, and they were not afraid of the king’s edict. 2By faith Moses,
when he was grown up, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter, »choosing rather to be
mistreated with the people of God than to enjoy the fleeting pleasures of sin. 2°He considered the
reproach of Christ greater wealth than the treasures of Egypt, for he was looking to the reward.
"By faith he left Egypt, not being afraid of the anger of the king, for he endured as seeing him
who is invisible. *By faith he kept the Passover and sprinkled the blood, so that the Destroyer of
the firstborn might not touch them.

2By faith the people crossed the Red Sea as if on dry land, but the Egyptians, when they
attempted to do the same, were drowned. *°By faith the walls of Jericho fell down after they had
been encircled for seven days. *'By faith Rahab the prostitute did not perish with those who were
disobedient, because she had given a friendly welcome to the spies.

32And what more shall I say? For time would fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, Samson,
Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets— **who through faith conquered kingdoms,
enforced justice, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions, **quenched the power of fire,
escaped the edge of the sword, were made strong out of weakness, became mighty in war, put
foreign armies to flight. **Women received back their dead by resurrection. Some were tortured,
refusing to accept release, so that they might rise again to a better life. **Others suffered mocking
and flogging, and even chains and imprisonment. *’They were stoned, they were sawn in two,
they were killed with the sword. They went about in skins of sheep and goats, destitute, afflicted,
mistreated— **of whom the world was not worthy—wandering about in deserts and mountains,
and in dens and caves of the earth.

39And all these, though commended through their faith, did not receive what was promised,
“since God had provided something better for us, that apart from us they should not be made
perfect.

ITherefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every
weight, and sin which clings so closely, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before
us, “looking to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that was set before
him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is seated at the right hand of the throne of God.

3Consider him who endured from sinners such hostility against himself, so that you may not
grow weary or fainthearted.

drinks without discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on himself.” So that we
may properly examine ourselves prior to receiving the Lord’s Supper, I ask you to reflect
on these questions:

e Do you repent of all your sins of thought, word, and deed?

e Do you believe that Jesus Christ is your only Savior from all sin, Satan, and death?

e Do you believe that the Risen Christ is really present in the Sacrament and that in, with,
and under the bread and wine you receive His true Body and Blood?

If you answer in faith "Yes!" to these questions, and are properly instructed, you are
invited to come forward and partake of the LORD'S Supper during Distribution. If you are
unable to answer yes to any of these questions, you are invited to come forward, cross
your arms as [ approach you and receive a blessing. By your coming forward, "You
proclaim the LORD'S death until He comes."
