AS WE GATHER TODAY 
 

As the Lord Jesus had His disciples make preparations for the annual Passover meal, 
little did they know that this would be the very last official observance of the commanded 
remembrance of the exodus deliverance of the Jewish people from Egyptian bondage in 
the days of Moses. For in the next three days (the Triduum), the fulfillment of that 
prophetic event would culminate in the deliverance of all people from the bondage of sin 
and death by means of the blood of the Lamb of God, Jesus, the Christ, the long-
awaited Messiah and deliverer. Tonight the “cup of blessing” (1 Corinthians 10:16) of the 
Passover meal is made to be the means of our participation in the very blood to be shed 
in atonement on the cross of Good Friday. Tonight this cup becomes the Sacrament of 
forgiveness of sins, life, and salvation given to each individual believer from now on until 
the Lord returns on the Last Day. Tonight it is of utmost importance for all to hear and to 
believe in the very real presence of our crucified and risen Lord Jesus not just 
“spiritually” but “in, with, and under” the bread and wine we share, for the Lord Himself 
invites us to take and eat His body and to take and drink His blood, shed for us.

Pastor: In this Great and Holy Week, tonight we enter the Holy Triduum, or Three Holy Days, of 

our Lord’s Passion. We begin where the Lord and His first disciples began, celebrating 
the fulfillment of the Old Testament Passover with the institution of the Sacrament of the 
body and blood of Jesus, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world. It is well 
that we complete our Lenten discipline this night by examining ourselves, confessing our 
sins, and receiving forgiveness in Holy Absolution. Therefore, let us implore God our 
Father for the sake of His Son, Jesus Christ, to grant us forgiveness. 

 
 

CONFESSION AND ABSOLUTION 
 
Pastor:  O almighty God, merciful Father, 
People: I, a poor, miserable sinner, confess unto You all my sins and iniquities with which I 

have ever offended You and justly deserved Your temporal and eternal 
punishment. But I am heartily sorry for them and sincerely repent of them, and I 
pray You of Your boundless mercy and for the sake of the holy, innocent, bitter 
sufferings and death of Your beloved Son, Jesus Christ, to be gracious and 
merciful to me, a poor, sinful being. 

 
Pastor:  God be merciful to you and strengthen your faith. 
People: Amen. 
 
Pastor:  Do you believe that the forgiveness I speak is not my forgiveness but God’s? 
People: Yes. 
 
Pastor:  Let it be done for you as you believe. 

In the stead and by the command of my Lord Jesus Christ I forgive you all your sins in 
the name of the Father and of the  Son and of the Holy Spirit.

OLD TESTAMENT READING Exodus 12:1–14 (The Passover) 
 

  The LORD said to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, “This month shall be for you the 
beginning of months. It shall be the first month of the year for you. Tell all the congregation of 
Israel that on the tenth day of this month every man shall take a lamb according to their fathers’ 
houses, a lamb for a household. And if the household is too small for a lamb, then he and his 
nearest neighbor shall take according to the number of persons; according to what each can eat 
you shall make your count for the lamb. Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male a year old. 
You may take it from the sheep or from the goats, and you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of 
this month, when the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill their lambs at twilight. 
  “Then they shall take some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and the lintel of the 
houses in which they eat it. They shall eat the flesh that night, roasted on the fire; with 
unleavened bread and bitter herbs they shall eat it. Do not eat any of it raw or boiled in water, but 
roasted, its head with its legs and its inner parts. And you shall let none of it remain until the 
morning; anything that remains until the morning you shall burn. In this manner you shall eat it: 
with your belt fastened, your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand. And you shall eat it 
in haste. It is the LORD’s Passover. For I will pass through the land of Egypt that night, and I will 
strike all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and on all the gods of Egypt I will 
execute judgments: I am the LORD. The blood shall be a sign for you, on the houses where you 
are. And when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague will befall you to destroy you, 
when I strike the land of Egypt. 
  “This day shall be for you a memorial day, and you shall keep it as a feast to the LORD; 
throughout your generations, as a statute forever, you shall keep it as a feast.” 

 
Lector:  This is the Word of the Lord. 
People: Thanks be to God. 
 
 
EPISTLE 1 Corinthians 11:23–32    (The Lord’s Supper) 
 

  For I received from the Lord what I also delivered to you, that the Lord Jesus on the night when 
he was betrayed took bread, and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and said, “This is my 
body which is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” In the same way also he took the cup, 
after supper, saying, “This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, 
in remembrance of me.” For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the 
Lord’s death until he comes. 
  Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be 
guilty of profaning the body and blood of the Lord. Let a person examine himself, then, and so eat 
of the bread and drink of the cup. For anyone who eats and drinks without discerning the body 
eats and drinks judgment on himself. That is why many of you are weak and ill, and some have 



died. But if we judged ourselves truly, we would not be judged. But when we are judged by the 
Lord, we are disciplined so that we may not be condemned along with the world.

HOLY GOSPEL Luke 22:7–20 (The Passover and institution of the Lord’s Supper) 
 
Pastor:  The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke, the twenty-second chapter. 
People: Glory to You, O Lord. 
 

 Then came the day of Unleavened Bread, on which the Passover lamb had to be sacrificed. So 
Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and prepare the Passover for us, that we may eat it.” 
They said to him, “Where will you have us prepare it?” He said to them, “Behold, when you have 
entered the city, a man carrying a jar of water will meet you. Follow him into the house that he 
enters and tell the master of the house, ‘The Teacher says to you, Where is the guest room, 
where I may eat the Passover with my disciples?’ And he will show you a large upper room 
furnished; prepare it there.” And they went and found it just as he had told them, and they 
prepared the Passover. 
 And when the hour came, he reclined at table, and the apostles with him. And he said to them, “I 
have earnestly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer. For I tell you I will not eat it 
until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks he 
said, “Take this, and divide it among yourselves. For I tell you that from now on I will not drink of 
the fruit of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.” And he took bread, and when he had given 
thanks, he broke it and gave it to them, saying, “This is my body, which is given for you. Do this in 
remembrance of me.” And likewise the cup after they had eaten, saying, “This cup that is poured 
out for you is the new covenant in my blood.”

Make us drink 
deeply of Your great love that we may love You in return and serve as ambassadors of 
Your love for all. Lord, in Your mercy, 

People: hear our prayer. 
 
Pastor: When You commanded Your disciples, saying, “Do this in remembrance of Me,” You 

were promising not just good memories of the past but Your very presence with every 
believer giving every good and perfect gift of mercy and grace through Your eternal Word 
and Spirit. “Come, then, Lord, and help Your people, bought with the price of Your own 
blood, and bring us with Your saints to glory everlasting” (LSB 939). Lord, in Your mercy, 

People: hear our prayer. 
 
Pastor: Hear also our prayer for all public servants; for the government and those who protect us; 

for the deliverance of all from any affliction, danger, or need; and all for whom You have 
come to be the eternal Savior, the way, the truth, and the life. Lord, in Your mercy,

 SACRAMENT  
 
The Sacrament, or Lord's Supper, is a special gift from God that brings us into personal communion with 
Jesus Christ. "In, with and under" the bread and wine we receive His body and blood for forgiveness and 

renewal. If you are a repentant sinner, come to the table expecting to receive God's wonderful gifts for 
you! 

 
Communicants will take their own wine cups as they are passed. Those requiring non-alcoholic grape 

juice will take the cups with white grape juice from the middle of the tray. 
 

Remain Seated 
 
OUR EXAMINATION 
 
Pastor: In preparation for Holy Communion, St. Paul tells us in 1 Corinthians 11:27-29, 

“Whoever, therefore, eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner 
will be guilty concerning the body and blood of the Lord. 28 Let a person examine himself, 
then, and so eat of the bread and drink of the cup. 29 For anyone who eats and drinks 
without discerning the body eats and drinks judgment on himself.”  So that we may 
properly examine ourselves prior to receiving the Lord’s Supper, I ask you to reflect on 
these questions: 

 



 Do you repent of all your sins of thought, word, and deed? 
 Do you believe that Jesus Christ is your only Savior from all sin, Satan, and death? 
 Do you believe that the Risen Christ is really present in the Sacrament and that in, 

with, and under the bread and wine you receive His true Body and Blood? 
 

If you answer in faith "Yes!" to these questions, and are properly instructed, you are 
invited to come forward and partake of the LORD'S Supper during Distribution. If you are 
unable to answer yes to any of these questions, you are invited to come forward, cross 
your arms as Pastor approaches you and receive a blessing. By your coming forward, 
"You proclaim the LORD'S death until He comes."
